Procedures for Indoor Pickup in cases of rain or
severe weather:
e Option 1: Stay in your vehicle and drive through
the pick up lane

o If using the pick-up lane, please place your
laminated sign with students names in the
front passenger window (new signs will come
home soon)

o A staff member will meet cars at the entrance
and radio to the classroom teacher for
students to be sent out the front doors. Cars
should stay in the pick up lane while waiting
for their student

e Option 2: Park and Enter the Building
o |f parking, please use one of the two
crosswalks to cross the parking lot and enter
the building
o Staff will help you find your child’s classroom
to pick them up from inside
